RESOLUTION EXTENDING THE SALES TAX ABATEMENT PERIOD FOR
THE NY TUSTEN I, LLC (“COMPANY”) PROJECT FROM NOVEMBER 1,
2019 THROUGH AND INCLUDING APRIL 30, 2020

WHEREAS, by Title 1 of Article 18-A of the General Municipal Law of the State of New
York ("State"), as amended, and Chapter 560 of the Laws of 1970 of the State, as amended and
codified as Section 960 of the General Municipal Law (collectively, the “Act”), the Agency was
created with the authority and power to own, lease and sell property as authorized by the Act; and



WHEREAS, on or about April 8, 2019, the Agency closed a lease/leaseback transaction
with the Company consisting of the construction of an approximately 1.968 MW solar photovoltaic
electricity generating facility that will be interconnected to the New York State Electric and Gas
(“NYSEG”) electrical grid (“Project”). The Project is new construction and will be comprised of
(a) racking to mount the solar modules; (b) solar modules; (c¢) inverters and transformers to sit on
a concrete inverter pad; and (d) assorted electrical components and wiring. The solar array will be
constructed on an approximately 16 + acre of real estate located along Woodoak Drive, Town of
Tusten (“Town”), County of Sullivan (“County”), State and identified on the Town tax map as
Section 14, Block 1, Lot 41.2 (“Land”); and

WHEREAS, the Agency and the Company entered into an Agent and Project Agreement,
dated April 8, 2019 pursuant to which the Agency designated the Company its agent (“Agent
Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, contemporaneously with the execution of the Agent Agreement, the Agency
delivered to the Company a Sales Tax Exemption Letter, which letter will expire; and

WHEREAS, by email, dated October 9, 2019, the Company requested that the sales tax
abatement period be extended to continue the construction of the Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the sales tax abatement period for the
Project be, and hereby is, extended from November 1, 2019 through and including April 30, 2020.
